In June 2023, Southland District had a crime rate of 15.5
incidents per 10,000 people, with a decrease of 0.82%
compared with March 2023.

As of June 2023, the deprivation within Southland District is
2.0 and this is unchanged since May 2023.
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As of June 2023, it would take 8.0 years to save for a 20%
home deposit in Southland District, with a decrease of 1.25%
compared with March 2023.

During the quarter to June 2023, $21.4M was spent in
Southland District by New Zealanders living outside of the
district and international tourists, with a decrease of 48.41%
compared with March 2023.
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As of March 2023, an average of $35.0 was spent by
individuals over 18 years in Southland District through
electronic gaming machines, with a decrease of 1.52%
compared with December 2022.

In June 2023, 3.1% of the working population (15-64 years) in
Southland District claimed Job Seeker Support, with an
increase of 0.63% compared with June 2022.

Comparison to National Crime Rate Crime Types with the Greatest Change
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Compared with the same time last year the crime rate in
Southland District has increased by 6.2%, and is now 15.5 as
at June 2023. The crime rate is 69.9% below the national rate
of 51.5.

Crime Rate by Deprivation Index

In Southland District, communities with a deprivation index of
2 have the highest crime rate. The crime rate in these
communities is 1.2 times higher than those with a deprivation
index of 10, the group with the lowest crime rate.
Communities with a deprivation index of 8 have seen the
greatest change in their crime rate over the last 3 months,
with an increase of 1510.6%.

In 2021, the percentage of
students leaving with NCEA Level 3 for female students compared
with male students was less than average Compared to national
figures, in 2021 the pass rate in Southland District were lower for
both females and males.

On average, since 2014, the retention rate in Southland District
of female students has been 1.16 times larger than male
students. In 2021, the retention rates of female students
compared with male students was less than average Compared
to national figures, in 2021 the retention rates in Southland
District were lower for both females and males.
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In 2021, Asian students in Southland District had the greatest
retention rate. This is 1.57 times larger than Māori students,
who have the lowest retention rate. European students have
seen the greatest change in retention, with an increase of 1%.
Māori retention rates in Southland District are 92% of National
Māori rates.

Within Southland District, the benefit rate by ethnicity with the
greatest increase in the last 12 months was Means Tested
Benefit for Māori, up 43.17% to a value of 2.68 claimants per
100 working adults (15-64yrs). Comparatively, Job Seeker
Support for Other ethnicities (Asian, MELAA and other) saw the
greatest decrease over the last 12 months, down 16.27% to 0.9
claimants per 100 working adults.
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As of June 2023, the median household income (adjusted for
inflation) in Southland District was $89,710. This is 6.3% less
than the national median.

Years to Save by Deprivation Index
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Within Southland District, those communities with a deprivation
index of 8 will take the longest time to save for a 20% home
deposit (7.8 years), based on median property value, saving at
an annual rate of 20% of median household income minus the
annual median rent price. These communities will take 1.2 times
larger than to save for a home deposit compared with
communities with a deprivation of 4.

Wyndham-Catlins saw the greatest change in the percentage of
income spent on mortgage repayments, with a 6.1% decrease
over the last 3 months. Of these communities, Oreti River was
the most unaffordable in June 2023, with 8.6% of annual
household income spent on mortgage repayments.
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Purchasing affordability is the percentage of annual median household 
income that would be spent on mortgage repayment (based on 
purchasing at the median house price with a 20% deposit over 30 years 
assuming a fixed interest rate of 4%). Rental affordability is also based 
on the median annual household income.
