Eligibility Claiming

Patients must be:

« Enrolled in WellSouth

« Diagnosed Type 2

« Have had two HBA1C readings >64 mmol/mol (8%)
« On appropriate oral medication

o Compliant with medications

« 18 years or over

Exclusions
« Patients under 18 years of age.
« Patients non compliant with medication.

« Patients with non Type 2 Diabetes.

Key Information
« Oral medication must be reviewed

« If oral medication is contraindicated a reason must
be recorded

« Asingle upfront fee of $391.30 +GST is paid to the
practice upon registration

« It is expected that the programme will allow for
multiple consultations over a 6-month duration at no
cost to the patient

o It is strongly recommended that all people with
diabetes should be offered training in self
management*
